RESOLUTION ON THE AFRICAN CENTRE FOR TRAINING AND RESEARCH IN 

ADMINISTRATION FOR DEVELOPMENT

The Council of Ministers of the Organization of African Unity meeting in its Twenty 

Third Ordinary Session in Mogadiscio, Somalia from 6 to 11 June 1974,

NOTING with satisfaction the progress made by the Centre since its establishment 

especially in recent years further that only 20 OAU Member States have so become 

members of CAFRAD;

MINDFUL of the important role being currently played by CAFRAD for

the  development of Africa in the fields of Administrative Training and

Research, documentation and Publication;

BELIEVING that the Centre is in a position to make its services available to all OAU 

Member States by contributing substantially to their efforts in these fields;

RECOGNIZING the usefulness of the role of CAFRAD,

RECOMMENDS to all Member States who have not yet done so to joint the African 

Centre for training and Research in Administration for Development;

CALLS UPON the OAU General Secretariat to take all the necessary measures to 

ensure fruitful co-operation with CAFRAD.
