a) [bookmark: bookmark6]Candidature of Dr. Mohamed Elbaradei, from Egypt, for his re-election as Director General of the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) at the end of his mandate in November 2005.
b) [bookmark: bookmark7]Candidature of Hon. Jaya Krishna Cuttaree, Minister of Foreign Affairs, International Trade and Regional Cooperation of Mauritius, to the post of Director General of the World Trade Organization, at elections scheduled to be held in 2005.
c) [bookmark: bookmark8]Candidature of the Republic of Ghana for the non- permanent seat allocated to West Africa on the Security Council for the period 2006-2007, at the elections to be held in the Fall of 2005 during the 60th Session of the General Assembly of the Unites Nations.
